· NBA Great Calvin Murphy Faces Molestation Charges (excerpt from REUTERS) 

National Basketball Association Hall of Famer and former Houston Rocket Calvin Murphy was charged on Monday with sexually molesting five of his own daughters more than a decade ago, but his lawyer blamed the accusations on a family dispute over money. Murphy, 55, faces three counts of sexual assault with a child and three counts of indecency with a child for incidents that occurred in the late 1980s and early 1990s, said Harris County assistant district attorney Lance Long... Murphy attorney Rusty Hardin said Murphy's daughters made the allegations to try to force their father to give them money left in a fund by his late wife. The daughters, now adults, are Murphy's by several different women, Long said. Murphy turned himself in to police on Monday evening, but was released on $90,000 bail. If convicted, he could face up to life in prison, Long said. The 5-foot 9-inch Murphy played in the NBA from 1970 to 1983, starting with the San Diego Rockets, then moving with the team in 1971 when they became the Houston Rockets. At his retirement, he was the Rockets' all-time leading scorer with 17,949 points, or 17.9 points per game. He has been a Rockets television announcer and one of Houston's most popular sports figures for years. 

· RARE VICTORY FOR CIVIL RIGHTS AT THE STATE CAPITOL SENATE DEFEATS AFFIRMATIVE ACTION ATTACK (excerpt from Colorado Progressive Coalition article sent 3/26) 

Senate Bill 194, the misnamed "Colorado Civil Rights Act" sponsored by conservative State Senator Ed Jones (R-Colorado Springs), would have ended all affirmative action programs in Colorado, including public college and university admissions, state employment, and contracting. It would have done this but, for now, it will not. SB 194 was defeated earlier today on an 18 to 17 vote, with all 17 Democrats and 1 Republican (Senator Lew Entz from the San Luis Valley) voting 'no' on the bill and for affirmative action! The bill had an hour and fifteen minutes of discussion on the floor that was characterized as one of the most respectful debates of the year in an often hostile and extremely partisan environment. Senator Jones tried a last ditch parliamentary move to bring back the bill but again was defeated 18 to 17. We'll now watch the senate closely to see if the bill is reintroduced or amended into other legislation, but the bill is for now - and hopefully for the rest of the session - defeated! CPC members and staff played a leadership role in this effort beginning last summer following Governor Owens's announcement of his intention to defy the US Supreme Court and attack affirmative action in Colorado public higher education admissions.

And, Dr. Mark Dean is an African American...History is cruel when it comes to telling the stories of African Americans. Dr. Dean isn't the first Black inventor to be overlooked. Consider John Stanard, inventor of the refrigerator, George Sampson, creator of the clothes dryer, Alexander Miles and his elevator, Lewis Latimer and the electric lamp. All of these inventors share two things: One, they changed the landscape of our society; and, two, society relegated them to the footnotes of history. Dr. Dean helped start a Digital Revolution that created people like Microsoft's Bill Gates and Dell Computer's Michael Dell. Millions of jobs in information technology can be traced back directly to Dr. Dean... More important, stories like Dr. Mark Dean's should serve as inspiration for African-American children. Already victims of the "Digital Divide" and failing school systems, young, Black kids might embrace technology with more enthusiasm if they knew someone like Dr. Dean already was leading the way. Although technically Dr. Dean can't be credited with creating the computer -- that is left to Alan Turing, a pioneering 20th-century English mathematician, widely considered to be the father of modern computer science -- Dr. Dean rightly deserves to take a bow for the machine we use today. The computer really wasn't practical for home or small business use until he came along... Still in his early forties, he has a lot of inventing left in him...  We cannot afford to let Dr. Mark Dean become a footnote in history. He is well worth his own history book.

We owe the celebration of Black History Month, and more importantly, the study of black history, to Dr. Carter G. Woodson. Born to parents who were former slaves, he spent his childhood working in the Kentucky coal mines and enrolled in high school at age twenty. He graduated within two years and later went on to earn a Ph.D. from Harvard. The scholar was disturbed to find in his studies that history books largely ignored the black American population—and when blacks did figure into the picture, it was generally in ways that reflected the inferior social position they were assigned at the time.


Woodson chose the second week of February for Negro History Week because it marks the birthdays of two men who greatly impacted the American black population, Frederick Douglass and Abraham Lincoln. However, February has much more than Douglass and Lincoln to show for its significance in black American history. For example:


February 23, 1868:

W. E. B. DuBois, important civil rights leader and co-founder of the NAACP, was born.
February 3, 1870:

The 15th Amendment was passed, granting blacks the right to vote. 


February 25, 1870:

The first black U.S. senator, Hiram R. Revels (1822-1901), took his oath of office.
February 12, 1909:

The National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) was founded by a group of concerned black and white citizens in New York City.
February 1, 1960:

In what would become a civil-rights movement milestone, a group of black Greensboro, N.C., college students began a sit-in at a segregated Woolworth's lunch counter.
February 21, 1965:

Malcolm X, the militant leader who promoted Black Nationalism, was shot to death by three Black Muslims


Juneteenth African-American Emancipation Day:


On June 19, 1865, the Union General Gordon Granger rode into Galveston, Tex., to inform inhabitants of the Civil War’s end. Two and a half years after Abraham Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation, Granger’s General Order Number 3 finally freed some 800,000 slaves whose bondage, due to the minimal Union presence in the region, had been essentially unaffected by Lincoln’s efforts. June 19th—which was quickly shortened to "Juneteenth" among celebrants—has become the African-American addendum to our national Independence Day, for, as Juneteenth jubilees remind us, the Emancipation Proclamation did not bring about emancipation, and the prevailing portrayal of Independence Day ignores the ignominious incidence of slavery entirely. 


Observance of Juneteenth has traditionally tended towards church-centered celebrations featuring food, fun, and a focus on self-improvement and education by guest speakers. Although initially associated with Texas and other Southern states, the Civil Rights Era and the Poor People’s March to Washington in 1968, in particular, helped spread the tradition all across America—to the extent that Milwaukee and Minneapolis now host two of the largest Juneteenth celebrations in the nation. 

Juneteenth Today:


The state of Texas made Juneteenth an official holiday on Jan. 1, 1980, and became the first to grant government recognition of the celebration. To this day, the Lone Star State remains alone in its affirmation of an anniversary of significance to many African Americans. Nonetheless, supporters and celebrants of Juneteenth continue to grow in number and in diversity; today, Juneteenth is promoted not only as a commemoration of African-American freedom, but as an example and encouragement of self-development and respect for all cultures.

By Minister Malik Al-Arkam.  During the past several weeks here in Massachusetts Dr. Bill Cosby has been featured in television ads which encourage Blacks to vote in white America's political system. During the same period many national media have featured articles about Russell Simmons working hard to bring Black youth into the orbit of this same system. Why are two of the wealthiest and arguably most influential African-American entertainers and businessmen urging our people to place their faith in a diseased and dying political system?

Should they not be aware at this crucial juncture in our history of all of the following:


(1) From its inception Caucasian America's government has been inherently racist and unjust in its treatment of African-Americans (today properly identified in the U.N. as Afro-Descendants). (2) President Bush stole the White House in the 2000 Election, after Gore received more than 500,000 votes in the presidential race. He stole it by specifically depriving Black Florida voters of their franchise. And he did so with the blessings of a corrupt Supreme Court.  However, Gore was and is the open adversary of our people and, like Bush, fiercely opposes Reparations for us. (3) All of the current white Democratic presidential hopefuls oppose Reparations for us and support the continuation of long-term U.S. policies of ethnocide and forced assimilation against us. (4) Under white America's crooked political economy. millions of our people are unemployed and ever increasing numbers of Black men, women and children are being herded into concentration camps called prisons. (5) There is not one Black Senator in the U.S. Senate and the vast majority of Black elected officials in America have to do the bidding of rich whites just so they can have a marginal impact on the political process. (6) Recently an American federal judge declared that a Reparations lawsuit being pursued inside America's courts is basically null and void.  However, I am not writing this to "blame" or "chastise" Dr. Cosby and Mr. Simmons because they themselves are VICTIMS of a centuries-old process which, thanks to the courageous work of the Reparations Movement spearheaded by the Honorable Silis Muhammad inside the United Nations, has only been thoroughly exposed inside the international legal arena during the past decade. They, like all Afro-Descendants, were robbed of their original language and culture and to this day in 2004 are suffering from the lingering effects of plantation slavery. All of our people, regardless of their economic class, political preferences or religious categories, deserve to know the truth in detail about the real Reparations Movement. For the month of February, (Black History Month) Don’t forget to enclose the following:

We owe the celebration of Black History Month, and more importantly, the study of black history, to Dr. Carter G. Woodson. Born to parents who were former slaves, he spent his childhood working in the Kentucky coal mines and enrolled in high school at age twenty. He graduated within two years and later went on to earn a Ph.D. from Harvard. The scholar was disturbed to find in his studies that history books largely ignored the black American population—and when blacks did figure into the picture, it was generally in ways that reflected the inferior social position they were assigned at the time.

Woodson chose the second week of February for Negro History Week because it marks the birthdays of two men who greatly impacted the American black population, Frederick Douglass and Abraham Lincoln. However, February has much more than Douglass and Lincoln to show for its significance in black American history. For example:

February 23, 1868:

W. E. B. DuBois, important civil rights leader and co-founder of the NAACP, was born.
February 3, 1870:

The 15th Amendment was passed, granting blacks the right to vote. 

February 25, 1870:

The first black U.S. senator, Hiram R. Revels (1822-1901), took his oath of office.
February 12, 1909:

The National Association for the Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) was founded by a group of concerned black and white citizens in New York City.
February 1, 1960:

In what would become a civil-rights movement milestone, a group of black Greensboro, N.C., college students began a sit-in at a segregated Woolworth's lunch counter.
February 21, 1965:

Malcolm X, the militant leader who promoted Black Nationalism, was shot to death by three Black Muslims

Juneteenth African-American Emancipation Day:

On June 19, 1865, the Union General Gordon Granger rode into Galveston, Tex., to inform inhabitants of the Civil War’s end. Two and a half years after Abraham Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation, Granger’s General Order Number 3 finally freed some 800,000 slaves whose bondage, due to the minimal Union presence in the region, had been essentially unaffected by Lincoln’s efforts. June 19th—which was quickly shortened to "Juneteenth" among celebrants—has become the African-American addendum to our national Independence Day, for, as Juneteenth jubilees remind us, the Emancipation Proclamation did not bring about emancipation, and the prevailing portrayal of Independence Day ignores the ignominious incidence of slavery entirely. 

Evolution

Observance of Juneteenth has traditionally tended towards church-centered celebrations featuring food, fun, and a focus on self-improvement and education by guest speakers. Although initially associated with Texas and other Southern states, the Civil Rights Era and the Poor People’s March to Washington in 1968, in particular, helped spread the tradition all across America—to the extent that Milwaukee and Minneapolis now host two of the largest Juneteenth celebrations in the nation. 

Juneteenth Today:

The state of Texas made Juneteenth an official holiday on Jan. 1, 1980, and became the first to grant government recognition of the celebration. To this day, the Lone Star State remains alone in its affirmation of an anniversary of significance to many African Americans. Nonetheless, supporters and celebrants of Juneteenth continue to grow in number and in diversity; today, Juneteenth is promoted not only as a commemoration of African-American freedom, but as an example and encouragement of self-development and respect for all cultures.
